NZ House Assessment: Achievement Standard 1.6

This achievement standard involves the recognition and application of key stages and principles in a design process and the inclusion of societal considerations in design work.

	A personal statement which identifies the brief’s specifications and 4 societal considerations:

· Must be single storey and use light timber framed construction

· Roof plan must be square or L-shapes

· Meet local authority requirements (see brief)

· Meet rooms requirements shown on brief

· Materials and style used must comply with the intent of the brief ie traditional and suitable for NZ

· Size restriction as shown on brief
· Societal considerations:
Sunlight; neighbours; the needs of the users; shadows; compliance with building codes; the effect of having two family members being teenagers
Examples of the drawn evidence expected at each of the project’s following key stages.

Research:
· Existing designs to investigate room layouts (Floor plans)
· Examples of exterior housing styles and materials

· Average sizes of rooms
· Leaky building syndrome, and how it could be avoided by good design and construction

· The sun’s path and hence the effect orientation of walls and windows will have on spaces.

Concept sketching

· A series of spatial diagrams and sketches, which begin to address the requirements of the brief e.g., explore layout of rooms as per families needs. Style and placement of the house to consider materials, climate and local authorities
Development sketching

· A series of sketches that show the development of layout ideas for the house showing suggested sizes and indoor/outdoor living. This should result in sketches of the final layout of both the section and house. 
Working drawings

· Working drawings that meet NZ/AS 1100: the site plan, house plan and elevations, pictorial drawing, Title blocks, etc are included.

Evaluation

1. Evaluation in terms of the design specifications outlined in the brief should be evident throughout the process and at the transition stages: Research -concept -development -final design and instrumental drawing stages.

2.  The student provides evidence of the use of the design principles and elements in the development of their solution.  Annotation is used to help explain where they are used.

Design principles are: Aesthetics and function

Design elements include: Shape; form; rhythm; balance; proportion; colour; contrast etc.
3. The student has included societal considerations in their design work and these are linked to the design ideas.  The design process has been enhanced by the inclusion of societal considerations, as has the design solution
	The students’ personal statement identifies at least 3 specifications and 2 societal requirements from the given brief.

The student works through a design process using at least 4 key stages.  The student has provided some relevant (must relate to a specification or societal consideration) evidence at each of the key stages identified by them in their personal statement 

As part of a design process the student’s design work is evaluated against at least 3 specifications and at least 2 societal considerations.

The students design ideas and annotation make reference to the design principles.  

At least 2 societal considerations have been included in the students work, and have been linked to the design ideas.
	The students’ personal statement identifies at least 4 specifications and 3 societal requirements from the given brief.

The student works through all the key stages of a design process and is able to develop a solution, which meets the specifications and societal considerations identified by the student from the given brief in their personal statement.

Evaluation against the specifications and societal considerations that the student has identified from the brief is evident throughout the design process.

The students developing solution and annotation make specific reference to the design principles and indicate how these have influenced the design solution.

At least 3 societal considerations have been included in design work, and the link between these and the design ideas has been explained through annotation.
	The students’ personal statement identifies all the specifications and addresses at least 4 societal requirements from the given brief.

The student works through all the key stages of a design process and is able to develop a solution, which meets in full all the specifications and addresses the identified societal considerations from the given brief.

In depth evaluation against all the specifications and identified societal considerations is evident throughout the design process.  

The students developing solution and annotation make specific reference to the design principles and indicate with in-depth justification how these have influenced the design solution.

All the societal considerations have been fully addressed in the design work.  The inclusion of societal considerations clearly enhances the design ideas and is fully justified in relation to the enhancement of design ideas.
