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	· Explain the difference between a design development and a ‘developed’ design. This assignment will use the latter. Get students to chose a concept that has the most potential to highlight their sketching skills the best. Re-sketch with minor changes if necessary using different modes (10mins per mode, encourage quick sketching) : isometric (different angles), oblique, exploded isometric
· Introduce ortho (‘right angle’)graphic, basic dimensioning conventions. Get students to sketch developed design in orthographic, with basic dimensions (20-30 mins). Use 3 line weights: projection, outline, and circle centrelines.
· For one view of orthographic, teach\include a sectioned view. P64 of GSCE book has a good example. Remind that thin sections can be just use a thick line.
