Check list for Card/Toy Mock-ups and Models

The following list gives some guidance as to what is required to achieve standard 1.5. Note it is not a definitive statement, merely a guide. You must read the brief and assessment schedule to gain a full understanding of what is required.

· Design work. Mocks-ups make reference to the given specifications. You must say how your card/toy will appeal to the target audience. If it is to appeal then colour will need to be used. Colour should be added to the card/toy mock ups.
· Mock-ups with written evaluations that explain and give reasons as to what it does or what you thought it might do, what needs modifying or improving, how this modification will be carried out, notes and probably sketches also.

· A well finished working model that is to scale. As above but not 1:1. You must say what the scale is.

· A written evaluation that explains all of the design features, make reference to how successful they are and what if any modifications could or should be made. Make sure you comment on how your model toy will appeal. You could make reference to the colour scheme here.

If you can tick all of the above you should have completed enough to achieve well.
