Student notes for product model  
(AS 1.5, Produce a model and mock-up)
Your mock ups are i) to show the size and shape of the bottle, and ii) trials for the design of your for finished package. They should:

· be constructed derived from your concept shapes (bottle) and solids (package). They should be made from paper or cardboard in the case of the package, and either cardboard, modelling clay, or foam in the case of the bottle (you don’t need to make a model of the bottle)

· be held together with either glue or tape

· indicate the position of any graphics on your finished package (eg, logo, volume, bar code etc)

· indicate the layout and colour scheme of your final package

· be used to experiment with detail such as tabs or a locating device for the bottle
· Conform to the specifications of the brief, with regard to size, stackability, shape etc. 

Your model is of the package only. It should (ideally) replicate what you would see on a shelf in a shop. It should:

· be based on your successful mock-up. Transfer the geometric constructions over on to (e.g.) cardboard or plastic sheet

· be held together with clips, tabs, or glue (i.e. NOT tape!)
· display computer, scanner, or photocopy generated graphics wherever possible

· coloured using whatever media suits best: eg. paint, coloured paper, gouache, markers
Your solutions are to be accompanied by a written explanation. Indicate the materials that you have used, and any ‘instructions’ to the marker regarding how to view or operate the model. In addition, evaluate the model explaining how it does or doesn’t fully represent the idea you had in you mind.
