3. Complete the history of design timeline (provided), illustrating and describing the periods of design (design eras) through to our present period. Identify an influential designer from each of the periods.
4. Select an era and a designer and research both in depth, considering the impact and influence on society and design that either the design era, the designer, or both may have had. Explain your findings. In addition, critically analyse findings in terms of general design elements and any other considerations you can think of 
Student Notes:

· Design considerations will include the following where appropriate: fitness for purpose, ergonomics, user friendliness, economic and social needs, restraints and resources, and specifications.
· Design elements/terminology will include (where appropriate) reference to the key design principles of aesthetics and function, and (where appropriate) reference to the general design elements of design derived from these principles, such as shape, form, rhythm, balance, proportion, colour and contrast

· The place of design in society involves design eras and designers.  
Examples of design eras include: arts and crafts (1850–1900), art nouveau (1890–1905), the machine aesthetic (1900–1930), art deco (1925–1939), affluence, consumerism and style (1945–1960), teenage market (1950–1970), the craft revival and social consciousness (1965–1980) and diversity and change (1975–present day).  

Examples of designers include: Ian Athfield (architect), John Scott (architect), 
Bauhaus (1919–30, design movement), John Britten (1950–95, designer), 
Le Corbusier (1887–1968, architect), Hundertwasser (1928–2000, architect) and Mary Quant (designer). Some of these are given on the History of Design webpage.
