Section D: Design and present a solution for a 
technology brief

Brief

Your new landscape design has been approved by the BOT. Now they want to move to second stage of the upgrade by incorporating a water feature in your solution. 
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Specifications

· It must recycle the water

· The jet or flow of water should be visually pleasing

· All fittings and fixtures must be safe and robust
· Electrical wiring must be safely installed.

Requirements

In carrying out this brief you should:

· Investigate and SKETCH  the types of fittings fixtures, and components you may need to meet the specifications of the brief. Outline how they work (eg the pump), and how well they meet the specifications (eg, bolts, rivets, weld, glues, concrete). This can be done as you develop your idea.
· Investigate and describe existing designs and carry out a survey to determine the most visually pleasing displays.  
· Sketch some basic ideas, and justify them in terms of your survey results (they need not be based on the most popular), and the specifications and the design elements that you consider to be relevant. Elements of design eg durability, cost, reliability, safety etc. (function), and form, lines, colour etc (aesthetics).
· Develop an idea from a concept through to a final solution by exploring variations in the above elements. Include technical information: required pump performance, materials used, details of fastenings, sketched water/power circuits. Using appropriate design language annotate your design development and justify the decisions you have made against the specifications and against relevant design elements. Make any necessary modifications.

· Present your final solution using component assembly drawing, circuit diagrams, and a sectioned orthographic drawing. Complete a pictorial view of the completed landscape area.

· Provide a final written description and justification of your idea.
