Ongoing Research:

To establish the client’s requirements Research and evaluate existing options/solutions related to the situation and brief eg. Existing furniture, knockdown fittings, materials etc.
Ongoing Evaluation/Reflection/Feedback!!!!
Concepts:

A range of sketches showing potential for knockdown furniture. These sketches will have annotation that includes evaluative comments relating to the specifications and including appropriate design language. These design notes should also make the links between research and concepts.

Design Development:

A series of sketches recording the on going changes (transition) of the solution from the concept towards a solution. These sketches will also include construction and assembly details, incorporate research regarding materials, and fittings, have on going annotation that includes evaluative comments. These comments should refer to the specifications, client feedback, and include appropriate design language. They should also make the links between concepts and development. Modes used; (3d) isometric, exploded isometric (vary the scale to zoom in on detail) 2d, orthographic sketches, sectioned, hidden detail, sizes etc. Mock ups can be used to help development.
Final Solution:

The final solution is presented as:i) individual orthographic (1 -3 views) drawings of each component that is knocked down, ii) an orthographic of the whole desk assembled, mechanical perspective, (Traced and rendered). A Balsa model. 
Final Evaluation: 

Final solution is critically evaluated against the specifications using appropriate design language.  Include some client feedback as well
