
13 Gra KDF Assignment checklist

Last class period for assignment. Student should make the most of using drawing boards. Its now too late for formative assessment, as the assignment is due first day back after holidays. Check the following

· Justification of design decisions is evident on each page. Make each decision obvious to find e.g. highlighting and justifying chosen material, KDF etc. 

· Conclusions should be obvious/evident from each piece of materials/parts research or client consultation. 

· Model should have brief page explanation and ‘instructions’, i.e. a brief explanation or what it demonstrates (and what it may fail to demonstrate) and an explanation of how it comes apart. Photos would be a bonus.

· IMPORTANT! Complete a final evaluation of the whole assignment, explaining how solution does (or doesn’t) meet specs, and explain any other positive or negative design features. BE SURE TO INCLUDE SOME CLIENT FEEDBACK IN YOUR FINAL EVALUATION. This can be a summary of an informal last interview.

· Show imaginative use of presentation media: pencil, color pencil, pen (for notes) pastels for background,felts/markers, water colour, colour paper, photography of model, collage for research etc. Make sure title blocks are consistant and where necessary include scale, ortho symbol etc. If you want to present it nicely for AS 3.2  you can do this at the end of the year, so for now hand it in as one big assignment The assignment should look nice and be inviting to read!
· Try and show final rendered example of the desk in place (ie where its supposed to go)
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
