
Student instructions – Knock down furniture

Focus area: Engineering or Technological Design
Context/setting:


Students at tertiary institutions, home, and flats often change their accommodation situations during this period of their life requiring that they move their furniture. Your teachers have realized an opportunity to design knock down furniture specifically for the tertiary student (or students/people who are presently flatting or are going flatting in the near future) market. You are to negotiate the specifications with your client, and the  presentation outcomes with your teacher.

Constraints:

· Must include at least 1 sliding component.

· The furniture must be able to be knocked down to be transported.
