Preparation for the External Assessment of the Graphics Scholarship Standard 2006
The mode of external assessment for the graphics scholarship standard will be a submitted portfolio.  

Evidence submitted should come from at least two of the following graphics areas: 
· architectural or environmental design
· engineering or technological design
· media or technical illustration design.
For scholarship, students will need to produce evidence at an advanced level and of an in-depth nature specifically in one of these areas. There is also to be the appropriate supporting evidence of relevant knowledge and skills from any other area that informs the in-depth nature of this evidence.  
There must be some indication attached to the work that identifies the design topic or context.
For assessment towards Scholarship, all appropriate material will be selected from work produced for Level 3 internal and/or external achievement standards. No unit should exceed the actual size of the A2 portfolio. Large work should be submitted in photographic form together with the appropriate documentation. 

The material submitted for scholarship should be placed in the envelope provided.  Every care should be taken with the management and packaging of all material to be assessed prior to and during the placement into the A2 portfolio. 

The assessment specifications for scholarship graphics provide information on how the material will be assessed.  The assessment specifications can be accessed from this website. Graphics teachers must be familiar with these specifications.

The candidate’s submission will consist of

· an envelope containing the candidate’s material for assessment

· a plastic envelope for the transportation of the portfolio.

Graphics envelopes will be sent to schools on the basis of entry data received in May.  Schools that do not receive their folders by the end of Term 3 should contact Ann-Louise Wilson, e-mail ann.wilson@nzqa.govt.nz , or phone 04 463 3050.

Prior to the submission date the Principal’s Nominee will receive

· a list of the candidates who have entered the graphics scholarship standard  

· a set of labels with the NSN number printed on it for each candidate 

· a set of plastic envelopes in which to place the completed envelopes and send to the graphics marker

· a set of bar coded marker address labels with which to address the bags for sending.

These materials will be sent to schools in October 2006.  If you have not received any materials by 28 October, or have not received enough, please return the fax form included with this information.   
The submission date for all graphics portfolios is 3 November 2006
Preparation of the Portfolio

Candidates should select only the material that represents their best work for inclusion in the envelopes.  Quality rather than quantity should be the overriding factor.  Candidates are discouraged from submitting all their year’s work.  

· Include only original copies. 

· Indicate the NSN.

· Label the envelope with the labels provided.  Place in position at the top left-hand front corner of the folder.  

· Ensure that the envelope does not contain any communication to the marker

Take care to ensure that the envelope is safe and secure.  It should not be taken home.

Authenticity Form

Candidates will need to provide a signed Authenticity Form with their material. This should be signed by the candidate to indicate that all the work that they are submitting for assessment is their own work.  The candidate needs to sign only one form for the entire submission. The teacher should also sign the student’s form.  

Candidates who have not signed their Authenticity Form may not have their material assessed.

Compassionate Considerations

Compassionate considerations are not available for scholarship assessments

Reconsiderations
Candidates can apply for a reconsideration of their work in the same way as examination based subjects.  For information, schools should refer to to 6.1.7.2 Reconsideration Applications in the Rules and Procedures for information on the NZQA website.
