DRAFT Guidelines to authenticity of ICT work in Graphics Education

The following guidelines are not designed as a full-proof method of ensuring the authenticity of students work in Graphics but rather it sets out some ideas of best practice that will allow teachers to feel more confident in knowing that work is the students own. It will also set in place some reassurance when signing legal authenticity sheets as related to NZQA submissions for NCEA. 

The guidelines are applicable at any level of Graphics and need to be instigated at the start of any ICT work rather than retrospectively. Several scenarios are provided for you to use. One of the suggestions made may suit your school structure and ICT set-up or you could apply a combination.

The best form of practice when it comes to ensuring that students produce the work themselves is observation and vigilance by you the teacher. 

Suggestion 1 – Screen shots are taken at a regular interval of time. This could be set up in a number of ways, an auto save function set for a predetermined time alternatively using a countdown timer of some kind (eg cellphone, digital watch).The screen shots are then recorded on another programme to give a pictorial representation of the passage of time during which the student has worked. This could be a word document set out as a grid or a power point presentation that could flick through how the drawing process progressed. 

Suggestion 2 - In the case of examinations or tests that they are sourced from a separate secure read only drive and then saved to a different separate and secure drive. The saved material could be a series of drives, one per student, or alternatively a drive that can be written to by students but not viewed or accessed once the assessment has been submitted. The latter gives you the ability to source all of the information in one place.

Suggestion 3 – A diary is kept by the teacher as to what the students have achieved during the period. This could be annotation in plan book or diary. Students should be made aware that you are doing this to make the process transparent.

Suggestion 4 – The use of sketching prior to the design/work being formulated and as a teacher being aware of what the student is working on will assist in the checking that the design is coming from the student not elsewhere. 
Observe and be vigilant!
