What is the function of the images or decoration?
What does the lettering tell you?
Why are symbols, logos and trademarks so important in our society?
What material was used to make this package?
What raw material was used to produce this material?
Is this a renewable resource?
What does this say about attitudes towards conservation in our society?
Why was this particular material chosen?
What are its advantages; its disadvantages?
How might this package have been different if another material had been used?
How do you think it was made?
At what stage of manufacture do you think the lettering was applied?
Where was this packaging made?
Is this well designed?
Does it work well for the purposes for which it was designed?
How could the design be improved?
If someone 20, 50 or 100 years ago had set about to design a package for this product, how might they have done it differently?
Did this product exist then?
For how long is each package used?
What is done with this packaging once it has been used?
Can it be recycled or composted?
Is this packaging really necessary?
What do you think is the single most significant thing about this packaging?
