Design & Society
AS 90321, (2.4). Describe and explain design and its 
implications for society. External, 3 credits.

This achievement standard involves describing the place of design in society, including knowledge of design eras and a design movement or notable designer.

It also involves using design terminology to explain and inform your own design solution and presenting evidence of this.

Project Requirements:

• Select a notable designer or design movement and design era.

• Fully describe the ‘mood’ of the time, what influences were at work, and how the designer/ design movement and era reflected that particular mood.

• Show examples of related design work and evaluate them using design language. Refer to functional and aesthetic design principles including shape, form, rhythm, balance, proportion, colour and contrast.

• Show how your chosen designer/ design movement and era has had an influence on society. Your study should explain how their design features have had an effect on other designers or designs and how we live our lives.
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Presentation of Assignment:

Present your case study on a series of A3 sheets. 

Lay your sheets out in a style to reflect the elements of your chosen designer or design movement and era.

Requirements for Excellence:

• For excellence you should use design language to show comprehensive understanding to critically analyse design features. You should also explain with justification, the implications and relationships between the design and the designer’s decisions and society- historically, at present and what may be likely in the future.

•You will need to link this achievement standard to other design exercises. Do this by using what you have learnt about the designer/ design movement and era to base your design decisions (in our next project ‘Camping Appliances’). Use design language to explain and justify what you have designed.
