I changed the shape of my design from the one that I drew and I also made it a lot smaller so that instead of putting DVDs and CDs into the actual electronic device now it all goes through the computer. It is also charged through either a power point connection or through the USB cord.

I put a curved edge around my design because without it, it looked boring and plain. I put a raised lip around the edge because I thought it would make it look more realistic, it gives it a sense of texture and dimension.

I made another layer underneath the screen using the push/pull tool so that it had a limit and the transparent color didn’t go all the way through the whole thing. I ended up coloring it a blue/green transparent color.
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The screen looked flat so I lifted it up 1mm to help look more realistic.

On the edge of my design I put a shape for the charger/USB cord to connect into but I couldn’t make it hollow so it now has a cover on it.

I had the earphone connection point beside the charger/USB point on my design but I decided to put it on the front bottom right corner so it is easier to find.

I didn’t like the blue/green color for the screen so I changed it to a blue/grey color and I also changed the color of the rim around the edge from green to light purple.

The earphone connection point looked bland so I decided to put a lip around the edge of it. It makes it look a lot more realistic and detailed.

The cap on top of the charger/USB didn’t look like a cap so I used the push/pull tool and lifted it out from the edge. i also changed the color of it so it was easy to find and stood out.

I made a small speaker at the top of it above the screen.
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I put a rim around the edge of the mp3/movie player and colored it a white color it makes it look more realistic. I also added buttons which also make it look more realistic.

I made earphones and added a picture to the screen. I changed the colors around to see which looked best and decided to go with green.

The earphones I had lines as wires but they looked ‘scruffy’ so now they just have a short line instead to show where the wires would have gone from.

I found a picture of an open hand on the internet and loaded it onto Photoshop I also loaded a copy of my ecd onto it as well. I added the picture of my ecd onto the hand and used the transform button to move it around and make it look as if the hand was holding it. The ecd ended up going over top of the thumb so I erased some of the ecd to bring the thumb back like it was holding it. Used the blending options and put a shadow on the side of the ecd that was on the hand it made it look more realistic.
