MODEL INFO

I started off with my edges square and pointed so I rounded them off to make it look better and to make it more comfortable to hold.

I then used push/pull to make the device optimum depth. 

I changed the colour of my aporo a-pod from black to a dark blue colour that I edited because it looked more stylish than the black. 

To add texture to my device I made the top surface wood with a darker shade on one side.

To add some detail I made a charger hole and a hole for the headphones with a bit pointing out for the end of the charger and headphones to go over. 

I then decided to change the colour once again to snow white because it enhanced the detail on the device  
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FEATURES

I first put a slide off battery on the back but then I changed it to a clip off battery with a finger nail grip you pull it off with because it made it more secure and better looking.

I put four triangular buttons on the face of the device; two are for sound and the other two are rewind and fast forward. At first they had pointed edges but I then rounded the buttons off at the end to give it a more stylish and real life look. Then I raised the buttons slightly to make it look better and easier to use.

I then added a mini solar panel onto the back of the battery so you can charge the device in the sun when there is no charger port around. It took a while to find a good looking solar panel but in the end I found a very stylish looking one.

I started with my screen flat so I pushed it down 0.5mm. I then imported a picture which brought the screen to life. Then to make the screen more sharper looking I put a layer of blue tinted glass over the top which enhanced the screen and made it look realistic.
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MORE MODEL INFO

I started with one large aporo logo on the back but then I decided to add one aporo logo onto the front and made the one on the back smaller to make it more stylish and real life looking. 

I then put a blue aporo logo onto the battery clip to make it look better and not so plain. 

I added a headphone symbol to put by the headphone port to make it realistic and to show you where to put the headphones. 

Then I put a hold button on the top so you can’t change songs accidentally when you don’t want to. 

I then decided to make a rectangular hole for the charger port and to have two headphone ports so two people can listen to the a-pod at the same time.

I then made a hold button on the top of the device so you don’t change songs accidentally. I then went to Adobe Photoshop 7.0 and cut out my a-pod and put it onto some actual ipod speakers which made my model look more realistic. I did this by transforming my model until it fitted exactly onto the speakers.
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
