SITUATION
Your project involves researching a New Zealand architect sympathetic to a New Zealand vernacular.
INTRODUCTION
There are a few key New Zealand architects within the last 150 years that have searched for a strong New Zealand vernacular.  Many architects involved theories and principles of design that were a result of the way (global) society felt at the time. 
EXAMPLES
· Vernon Brown (1905 -1965) - New Zealand vernacular / Minimalism
· J.W. Chapman - Taylor (1878 - 1958) - Arts and Crafts
· John Scott (1924 - 1992) - New Zealand vernacular / Modernism
· Ian Athfield (1940 - ) - neo-Colonial (neo=new)
· Ron Sang (1938 - ) - Minimalism
· Pete Bossley - neo-vernacular / Modernism
· Rewi Thompson - post-modernism (post=after)
(Important note:  You may research another NZ architect providing you can source sufficient evidence and documentation – teacher to approve).

RESEARCH CRITERIA
· Using an appropriate architect (as above) research the underlying design principles that the architect is noted for.
· Relate their work to what was happening in the society of the time.

Note:

· In the following Architectural Design assignment you are required to incorporate some of the design principles of your chosen architect and to explain how their work has affected society and informed your own design solution. (Choose an architect you feel passionate about). 
REQUIREMENTS
· Describe the key ideas of the architectural period the architect is most strongly associated with.

· Analysis and describe the work of the architect using annotated pictures/drawings and design terminology.

· Summarise the key characteristics of the architects work and explain the social and environmental influences that caused the architect to work this way.
· Find out how the architects work has influenced society (cities, environments, needs of the people who use them or see them, other designers).
