	Applying design process

Research

· Existing images, logos and names aimed at the youth market – evaluated for lettering styles, the use of colour, shapes, size, aesthetics, proportion, form, associations, etc…

· Existing packages – evaluated for construction techniques, suitability to contain fashion item, construction materials, labelling, information etc.

· Fashion packaging – why is it important? Why is it necessary? What makes a logo stand out?  Etc….

Concepts

· A series of sketches, both 2D and 3D, which begin to address the requirements of the brief and take into account the students research e.g. image, logo, package shapes, labelling considerations, etc… Design ideas have evaluating notes, which refer to the specifications and use appropriate design language.  The transition stage is noted.

Development sketches

· A series of sketches showing the development of the name and packaging,  Research is used to influence the development of design ideas.

· Design ideas have evaluating notes that refer to the specifications and design principles.  The transition stage is noted.
Sketched final solution

· The final package shape and layout of the name, labelling etc is shown.

· Final ideas have evaluating notes, which refer to the specifications and use appropriate design language.  
Surface development of package

· An accurate surface development complete with tabs is drawn to scale.

Pictorial sketch of finished package

· A well-drawn pictorial sketch of the final package rendered for presentation and to include: logo, made in New Zealand label, ant relevant information.
Final evaluation

· Final solution is evaluated using notes that refer to the brief specifications and the identified societal considerations. Appropriate design language is used.  The transition stage is noted.

Applying design principles

· Include design principles and show how they have influenced the development of a solution e.g. use of proportion, balance, harmony, contrast, style etc.

Incorporation of societal considerations

· Research relevant information, which highlights the societal, issues surrounding the marketing and use of packaging. 
· Indicate where societal considerations have been included and show how and why they have influenced your design process.


	The student works through a design process using most of the stages.  The student has provided some relevant (must relate to a specification or societal consideration) evidence at each of the key stages identified by them. 

Evaluation of some design decisions is incorporated.  This will be clear in the progress towards a final solution. These evaluations should refer to the specifications and societal considerations.

The students design ideas and annotation make valid reference to the design principles.  

Evaluation of final design solution.  This will refer to the specifications and societal considerations.
	The student works through all the key stages of a design process and is able to develop a solution, which meets the specifications and societal considerations identified by the student from the given brief.

Ongoing evaluation of design decisions is incorporated into each stage of the process of developing the final solution Evaluations should be against most of the specifications and societal considerations. 

The students developing solution and annotation make specific reference to the design principles and indicate how these have influenced the design solution.

Full evaluation of final design solution.  Must address most of the specifications and societal considerations and use design language.
	The student works through all the key stages of a design process and is able to develop a solution, which meets in full all the specifications and addresses the identified societal considerations from the given brief.

Comprehensive evaluation of all design decisions in each stage of the process and at transition points.  These will be clearly described with full annotations and explained in relation to specifications and societal considerations. 

The students developing solution and annotation make specific reference to the design principles and indicate with in-depth justification how these have influenced the design solution.

Critical evaluation of final design solution addressing all specifications in depth and detail.  The features used are justified with reference to the design specifications.


Design Specifications:

· Use graphic design to advertise your label

· Enclose your chosen fashion item successfully

· Handle the average weight of your chosen fashion item

· Be workable in design

· Swing tag size must not exceed 10cm by 15cm
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
