FASHION PACKAGING

SITUATION:  You are a fashion designer (be it clothing, shoes, jewelry, hats, bags etc.) needing to present his/her designs through innovative packaging.  Suffice packaging will include swing tags, carry bags or boxes, stickers, business cards etc.
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PROBLEM:  Research a fashion designer or fashion label and investigation their logo, packaging, swing tags etc.  Has their logo/packaging changed over the years?  Why?  Work with your findings to develop your own packaging ideas into a final solution.
SPECIFICATIONS (YOUR END PRODUCT MUST):
· Use graphic design to advertise your label

· Enclose your chosen fashion item successfully

· Handle the average weight of your chosen fashion item

· Be workable in design

· Swing tag size must not exceed 10cm by 15cm

REQUIREMENTS:

Research a fashion designer or fashion label and investigate their logo, packaging, swing tags etc to find what has changed over the years and why it might have changed.  An in-depth research is required in order for you to develop your own packaging ideas.  At least 5 x A3 pages of research are necessary.
Concept Sketches:  At least 3 x A3 pages of Concept Sketches are required in order for you to come up with satisfactory concepts to develop.  Concepts must include swing tags, carry bags / boxes, stickers, business cards and anything else you wish to do.
Development of Ideas:  At least 3 x A3 pages of Development is required for you to come up with your final solution.  Make sure you develop each of your presentation modes.  Some rendering is expected here.
Final Design:    3 copies of your Final design is required, each to be presented on A3 paper.  One is to be an accurate Orthographic Drawing, drawn to scale. One Pictorial Drawing is required and one Rendered Drawing.
Model or Mock-up:  A Mock-up of each of your presentation modes is required.  Each Mock-up should be to scale and fully rendered.
Evaluation:  Evaluate your project critically.  Identify good features and faults and suggest alternative solutions, improvements, or modifications.
