	Student produces:

A statement which identifies the briefs specifications. 

· Reflects the ‘brand’ of the designer.

· What type of advertising material
· Type of informational material at the exhibition
· Space where the exhibition will be held
Carries out the design process with reference to the specifications established from the brief

· Research

· Concepts

· Design development

· Final solution

Evaluation: 

The student uses appropriate design language to explain and justify the decisions made against the specifications.  

The justifications made must lead to the development of an appropriate solution using including notes about design principles:

· Aesthetics and function

And include reference to design elements:

· Shape; form; rhythm; balance; proportion; colour; contrast.

Presentation of design ideas.

Concepts and design development are presented using a range of media and modes.

Examples of each are:

Graphic Media: pastels, airbrush, screen printing, coloured pencils, collage, felt pens, paints, gouache, card and paper etc. 

Graphics Modes: computer applications, photocopier, scanner, mock-ups, models, and the range of non-computer drawing and sketching methods.

Presentation Skills: precision, accuracy of layout, neatness and tidiness, effectiveness, and execution of techniques. 

Presentation of the final advertisement and information material
The student uses  geometrical constructions (where necessary) for the final copy of the advert and information piece.

	The students’ personal statement identifies at least 1 specification.

The student has provided some relevant evidence relating to the specifications at each of the key stages identified by them. 

Evaluation has taken the form of advertising and promo material or personal likes and dislikes.

The student’s design ideas and notes make simple reference to the design elements.  

Freehand sketches are used throughout the presentation. Concepts, design development are presented using different graphics media

Final advert and informational piece is constructed
	The students’ personal statement identifies at least 2 specifications. 

The student works through all the key stages of a design process and is able to develop a solution, which meets the specifications.

Evaluation against the specifications that the student has identified from the brief.

The students developing solution and notes make specific reference to the design elements and indicate how these have influenced their design decisions.

Good freehand sketching skills are evident throughout the presentation of concepts, design development. A range of graphics modes and media are used.

Final advert and informational piece is constructed using instruments
	The students’ personal statement identifies all the specifications.

The student works through all the key stages of a design process and is able to develop a solution, which meets in full all the specifications.

Evaluation against all the specifications is evident throughout all stages of the design process.  

The student has justified their design decisions with design notes using appropriate design language and has used them to modify their design decisions.

High level freehand sketching skills are evident throughout the presentation of concepts and design development. A comprehensive range of different graphics modes and media are used. (Quantity??)

Final advert and informational piece is constructed accurately using instruments.
